PALAKKAD MUNICIPALITY

BYELAW FOR ERECTING AND DISPLAYING ADVERTISMENT BOARDS IN
PUBLIC PLACES ROADSIDE PRIVATE & PUBLIC BUILDING AND
ERECTING ARCHES

In exercise of powers conferred in section 567 sub-section (2), (9), (11) (32) of -
Kerala Municipality Act, 1994 (Act 20 of 1994) Palakkad Municipality frames the
following bye-laws appended with the provisions of Section 207, 271, 272, 273, 274,
275,276, 368, 369 and 375.

Where as,

1. Short title extent and commencement :- (1) This Bye-law may be called as bye
for advertisement tax in Palakkad Municipal Council
(2). Itextends to the whole area of Palakkad Municipality.
(3). Itshall be deemed to have come into force from the date of
_publication of Malayalam version in the Gazette.
2. Definitions:- In these rules unless the context otherwise requires.

(1).  Secretary:- Secretary means the Secretary of Palakkad Municipal
council.

(2). Building:- Includes a stable concrete structure qualified for occupancy
constructed using stones, wood, bricks of any other material whatsoever may be
with single or multiple floor.

(3).  Vehicle:- Shall have the same meaning as in the Motor Vehicle Act, 1988
(Central Act 59 of 1988)

(4). Public Street:- Means any street, road square court, alley passage or riding path
over which public have a right of way.

(5).  Walls:- Means any wall of a building, structure compound wall constructed
using bricks stone or any other stable material .

(6). Arches:- Structure constructed straight or in the form of arches along the side of
the roads behind the foot-path or above and across the roads inviting attention of
the public without any hindrance to the pedestrians.

(7). Advertisement Boards:- Means the Boards including Electronic Display Boards
in square or rectangle or in any shape with sides strengthened and made of any
object using metals, plastics or flex exhibited attracting the public view.

(8). Sky Signs:- An identification sign exhibited either fixed to a building or any
other structure in connection with an institution, individual or society or
exhibited as a free sign.

3. In exercise of powers conferred in the Kerala Municipality Act, 1994 Section 567
sub section (2), (9), (11), (32) and sections 207, 271, 272, 273, 274, 275, 276,
368, 369 375 Palakkad Municipal Council frames this bye-law for introducing

“some restrictions against the increasing numbers of advertisements which may
cause any harm to the originality and beauty of the city and may distort the city
face. '



. No advertisement shall be erected exhibited, fixed or retained upon or over any

public land, roadsides, play grounds, private places, lands, building, walls,
hoardings or any standings within the municipal area or shall be displayed in any
manner for public view whatsoever in any place in that area without the written
permission of the Secretary.

No. Advertisement shall be displayed on historical buildings, monuments, walls,
public parks, traffic islands creating hindrance to them.

. No such arches, advertisement hoarding, boards, cinema posters shall be erected

or exhibited in and around the places of worship, play grounds, educational
institutions, roads declared as important, junction with huge traffic and traffic
islands.

. All the advertisement including cinema posters in the Municipal area shall be

exhibited cleanly and beautifully with the permission of the Secretary. Strictly
observing the condition laid there of.

All the advertisements exhibited in any premises, vehicles, road poramboke
including private places shall be according to the permission of the Secretary.

Before exhibiting or displaying any sings or letters in connection with
advertisement permission from the Secretary shall be obtained after remitting the
required advertisement tax, inspection fees and licence fee.

16.No such advertisement boards, arches and poles shall be erected, fixed or retained

on the foot path creating any nuisance to the pedestrians. All posts of the
advertisement boards, arches, poles should be erected fixed or retained in the
place away from the tarred or concrete road and behind the foot-path.

As per Kerala Municipality Act 1994 section 4 and sub-section 3 (A)(Erection of
Advertisement Boards & Arcies in Public Streets and Public Places) permission
for erecting Advertisement Boards/ Arches in public places is only for a short
period. All the licensees erecting arches should remove the same without causing
any damage to the roads and public places and are liable to restore the pre-
condition of the damaged portion, if any, after repair in sufficient manner as
directed. Otherwise they are liable to be punished as per the rules and the
damaged portion will be repaired by the Municipal Secretary, if found necessary
and can realize the expense for repairing the damaged portion from the deposit of
the concerned persons and if the amount seems not sufficient for this purpose
Secretary can realize the same from the licensee as per the procedure adopted to
realize property tax arrear.

12. All arches, advertisement boards and pillars should be erected ensuring that they
"~ may not cause any harm or danger from the electric lines. If any, harm or danger

caused, the full responsibility will rest with the licensee including compensation
and Municipality will not be responsible in any manner.



13. No such advertisement boards, hoardings, pillars shall be erected without leaving
a distance of 1.5 meters from the roads and have to leave a distance from the
buildings as directed by the Municipality.

14. No such advertisement boards shall be erected on the buildings comprising four o
more floors. :

15.No such advertisement boards, shall be erected exceeding a height of 9 meters
from the land and the total height of the advertisement boards erected on the
building shall not exceed a height of 9 meters from the roof slab and the total
height and the length of the advertisement board is restricted to 6 meters and 15
meters respectively.

16. Advertisement boards exceeding an area of 12 square meters shall be insured and
accompanied by a structural stability certificate obtained from an engineer not
below the rank of M.Tech. holder.

17. Any one who intends to erect display, exhibit or fix advertisement in Municipal
area shall apply to the Municipal Secretary in the prescribed form affixing court
fee stamp before 15 days of advertisement stating the description of the board,
place on which it erects and appended by structural stability certificate from the
competent authority permission from the owner of the land or department
concerned to whom the land belongs. The applications received in such a manner
may be scrutinised and valid applications will be selected by the secretary with
the help of competent officers. In such cases Secretary shall inform the applicant
to remit the required licence fee, inspection fees advertisement tax deposit and
direct to execute an agreement with the Secretary in the stamp paper of Rs.50
satisfying the conditions stipulated by Municipal Secretary.

18. The rate of advertisement tax, inspection fees, Licence fees and deposit are
decided by the Municipal Council as and when required but such rates could not
be less than the rate prescribed by Government including Government exemption.

19. The disposal of new application for erecting advertisement boards shall be done
with in 15 days and it will be 10 days in the case of renewal of existing
advertisements.

20. After remitting the required fees every licensee has to obtain a sticker with
permission order from Municipal Secretary and shall exhibit the sticker in cach
advertisement board at the right hand corner of the bottom side of the respective
board. Those advertisements is without sticker shall be deemed as unauthorised
and treated accordingly.

- 21. TIn the case of cinema posters the approved film agencies shall obtain advance
permission from the Secretary after remitting the required fees and get stamped
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with official seal. Unstamped posters will be treated as unauthorised ones and
attract departmental actions.

22. Every applicants and the inspecting official shall ensure that the newly erected
' advertisement boards do not cover the visibility of the existing boards.

23. Vulgar and prohibited advertisements shall not be exhibited in Municipal area.

24. Each licensee shall exhibit the advertisements in public places and road
porambokes of which the Municipality has earmarked, observing a common
criterion so as to ensure that those advertisements cause no harm for the beauty of
the city in any manner.

25. Municipal Secretary shall find and publish a list of the common public places for
erecting exhibiting and fixing of advertisement boards, hoarding and wall painting
and posters in the city. Secretary shall publish final list of such public places after
giving an opportunity of filling complaints and suggestions by the public covering
a period of notice for 15 days.

26. The Municipal Secretary shall allot each of the common public places in the list
found for advertisements for each financial year through public auction/quotation
as per rules.

27. Municipal Secretary shall permit the highest bidder in the public auction or
quotation for erecting, exhibiting advertisement boards in common declared
places at his own costs observing the rules and regulations, existing from time to
time and after remitting the advertisement tax.

28. The Secretary is empowered to ban, remove or dismantle any advertisement
board, hoarding, structure even if once permitted and if found later on as a
nuisance to the public, pedestrians, drivers and vehicles, and the advertisements
which contravenes the provisions of the bye-laws made by the council under
Section 567 of Kerala Municipality Act, 1994, by giving notice to the licensee. If
the licensee denied the notice, Secretary can remove the respective board at the
cost and risk of the owner, If the Secretary is constrained to ban a particular
advertisement after remitting fee the owner is liable to get back the fee thus
remitted.

29. The Municipal Secretary is empowered to remove or dismantle any
advertisement which contravenes the provisions of this bye-law and realise the
expense from the owner of the advertisement boards.

30. If the license changes the matter of advertisements in the respective boards,
hoardings, structure, walls etc. the owner shall inform such changes in writing to
Secretary and permission shall be obtained in advance after remitting required fee.
The previous license issued will be treated as cancelled.

- 31. Municipal Secretary is empowered to tax the persons by whom advertisement
boards are erected in public places without obtaining the permission and can
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/ realise the amount in a manner observing all formalities as in the case of other

taxes.

32. Any Person, Private/Govt Office Heads exhibiting or responsible for exhibiting
any advertisements not observing and acts contrary to this bye-law is liable to be
prosecuted in accordance with the provisions of the Kerala Municipality Act,
1994 section 275(2) and shall liable to be penaiised imposing a fine up to
Rs.5000/- as per provisions of the Act (Compounding of offence rules).

33. Compounding of offence in repeated instances is not permitted except in case of

realising any amount in relation with exhibiting unauthorised advertisements.

34. Where as the permission of the Secretary/Licence of the Council/Restorations in
the Council under Kerala Municipality Act 1994/Bye-law/Regulations requires
for the execution of any work but found violating without the said license or

registration.

(a).  The secretary or the concerned officer by whom the Secretary authorises to
prevent the breach can enter the place of breach or building or premises as
the case may be and can prevent such illegal action with prior notice.

(b). Any one who acts against the official instructions Secretary can seize the
materials collected for erecting unauthorised advertisements and shall let
out in Public auction like the materials seized and let out under the Section

474 of Kerala Municipality Act, 1994.

(4) No advertisement should be displayed on Flex boards prohibited by the
Government.

Explanatory Note

(This does not form part of the notification, but is intended to indicate is general
purport)

- Section 271 of the Kerala Municipality Act, 1994 empowers the Government to
fix the minimum rates of tax leviable for erecting, exhibiting, fixing on retain upon or
over any building, wall hoarding, structure or displaying advertisements to public view
in Palakkad Municipal Council area in such area. Accordingly Government have to fix

the minimum rates with effect from 1-4-2008

This notification is intended to achieve the above object.
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
